Achievements 

·  New influx of Congolese refugees in Haut Mbomou. During the last week of December 2011, hundreds of 
refugees (105) Congolese have fled their villages in the district of Bas Uele in DRC and arrived at Obo in the 
prefecture of Haut Mbomou in CAR. A joint UNHCR-CNR and NGOs mission deployed to Obo to provide 
them emergency protection and assistance, including health care, food and non-food while helping them to 
establish themselves and to build shelters and sources water and latrines in their new community.  

 

·  Resumption of activities in the camp of Batalimo.  UNHCR will resumption of activities in Batalimo camp 
on January 23, 2012. This decision follows a series of meetings with refugees, and particularly the last one 
that took place on January 13, in which refugees have removed all threats they made on the safety of 
UNHCR staff, particularly the Head of Office. The decision to suspend activities in this camp, except health 
care, was taken last December 29 in view of the refugee threats affecting the security of UNHCR staff.
